Poker Run Setup, Rules, and Best Practices
Participants register at first stop giving $ for hand and receiving poker run sheet.

Have a worker set at each stop with table, ink pens or colored marker and sack or box full of one deck of cards. Participant will draw a card at each stop and the worker will initial the corresponding box for the card the participant drew.

Participant must draw 5 cards, most people let participant draw card at registration spot. Then you’ll need 4 stops to follow (the last one being the Webb City High School in this case). So you’ll need to find 3 stops in between… keep in mind riders like to ride, so doing a 50-100 mile poker run is common.

Participant draws one card at each stop. They cannot draw the same card twice. Workers are responsible for watching this at each stop.

At final stop (in this case the Webb City High School) participants will draw final card and turn in poker run sheet for judging.

Some runs allow the participant to draw an extra card at the last stop for (let’s say) $5, to try to knock out a bad card and up their chances of winning. This would be a good option to raise more $
